	Continue to provide children with a wide range of sports and active clubs before school, at lunch and after school to encourage, engage and develop children’s confidence, fitness and skill-set through sporting activities.

Ensure extra-curricular activities are offered to children of all abilities and remove possible boundaries to participation in clubs.  

Use funding as required to give ALL children the opportunity if the children are unable to attend due to finance reasons. 
Bounce training course attended by Jo Clayden with the view to start up a ‘Bounce’ themed club starting in September.

Initial cost of 15 trampolines for the new ‘Bounce’ inspired club.

(Children charged £2 to cover the cost of starting up this new club)
	Increased participation in sporting and active clubs throughout the year. 
Make use of Tuesday, Wednesday and Friday before school (07:30-08:30 – the only time slots available) to run a dance club for KS1 & KS2 as dance is the one main activity that we do not currently provide extra-curricular opportunities for at Stebbing Primary School.

	Continue and develop reward scheme.

	Reward participation and commitment to extra-curricular activities through the schools internal rewards scheme. 

Gold, silver and bronze stars awarded at the end of the year for different levels of participation to more than 3 clubs for KS1 or more than 5 clubs for KS2. 


	Ensure all children who meet the requirements are rewarded for their commitment to extra-curricular activities.
All club coaches and teachers to keep record of attendance at their club in folder in the school office.
Look into new and improved ways to monitor club attendance to ensure a more accurate and consistent approach is utilised. All teachers to utilise Google Docs or suitable applications or programmes to take registers. Meet with Mrs Gustavina to find a system that will work for all parties involved. 
	
	

	Purchase reward trophies and engraving of awards.

	Sports day, inter-house and sports awards purchased to encourage and motivate children and to provide a form of extrinsic motivation to work alongside the intrinsic motivation that we try to instil in the children.

Deliver training and coaching sessions on the new outdoor gym equipment to ensure all equipment is used safely and effectively.
